Moitessier. He'd just sailed nonstop
from Tahiti to San Francisco and

was showing his film about the first

singlehanded around-the-world race.

During the discussion period fol-
lowing the film, someone asked the
question that is dominant in most
prospective cruising sailors’ minds.
“How much money does it cost to
outfit a boat and then go cruising?”

Bernard brought a roar of laughter
from the audience when he an
swered, “Just as much as you have.”
We laughed as loudly as everyone
else then and still do today, because a
review of our average yearly cruising
costs for 40 years of voyaging reads
like the bottom line of our yearly
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
