We'll indulge in some of the world's best
snorkeling at the south end of Bora Bora. Perhaps a dinner at famous Bloody Mary’s, where you leave
your shoes at the door, dig your toes into the powder
white sand, and choose your fresh fish for them to
prepare however you like.

Another day will take us to less-traveled Huahine,
for the local shops in Fare, and the remote anchorages
and small local restaurants at the end of the lagoon.
South Raiatea is also on the agenda, with its
welcoming  dolphins and perfect snorkeling
conditions. Another day may have us taking the
dinghy up a tropical river, and visiting some local
farms, growing mango, pineapple, papaya, banana,
and more.
